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Conditions of the scholarship award
This award covers tuition fees equivalent to two trimesters 
at JMC Academy.

Applications are open only to applicants who apply to 
enter a full Bachelor degree program.

Selection
Selection is based on a combination of academic 
merit evidenced by high school transcripts, and an 
interview with the JMC Academy’s International Services 
Department.   Applications for Contemporary Music 
and Performance and Songwriting programs will also 
be required to participate in (or submit) a performance-
based audition in conjunction with the interview. Further 
details are outlined in the application form.

Interview performance and a weighted score on the 
quality of sample work shown and/or demonstrated work 
experience in a field directly related to the chosen course 
of study is factored into the selection process.

The applicant’s financial status or personal circumstances 
will not be considered in any way in the evaluation 
process.

The applicant will be responsible for ensuring that 
pending academic results are provided to JMC Academy 
immediately upon their release in order to be considered 
for a scholarship.

JMC Academy reserves the right not to er the scholarship 
if a candidate of suitable calibre does not apply.

Fails examinations without good cause;

Resigns from their Scholarship or discontinues studies at 
JMC Academy;

Commits a breach of the rules and conditions outlined in 
the International Student Ambassador Program;

Is found to be in breach of his/her student visa conditions.
