Department to assess their Spanish language skills during the selection process.

Visas

Students coming from a country outside the European Union might need to apply for a
Visa before coming to Spain. The student will have to present an Acceptance Letter
issued by TAl in the Spanish Embassy in their home country.

Exchange students will be responsible for obtaining the necessary visas and abiding by
all immigration laws and regulations of the host university's country. TAI will assist in
such efforts but will have no responsibility for the issuance of visas, permits or approvals.

Students from non-EU Countries will be required to have a copy of their Health
Insurance before their arrival to TAI.
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Mentoring Program and Welcome Week

the functioning of the school, classes, or life in Madrid.

In addition, the Institutional Department organizes a Welcome Week to guarantee the
inclusion of the incoming students and their satisfactory incorporation at TAl and the
academic, cultural and social life in Madrid.

In the first week of mobility, exchange students will be invited to several cultural
activities and informed about all the rules and proceedings of TAI.
